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Abstract

This paper considers the adequacy of language materials in Hi, fitends!and its predecessor English
Notes for elementary school English education with particular focus on the response to the expression
“How are you?’ as greeting. It is not uncommon that elementary and junior high school students
respond to “How are you?” as greeting with bizarre patterns such as ‘I'm hungry,” “I'm sleepy,” or “I'm
tired,” when we get into their English classroom as class observers. In order to find the factor of such
pragmatic failure this paper first discusses how native speakers of English and advanced second
language users of English respond to “How are you?” in naturalistic oral discourse. Then because of
failing to find such strange greeting responses in naturalistic oral discourse, it argues that the main
factor of the pragmatic bizarreness roots in Hj, fiiends! and its predecessor which have been the main
teaching and learning resources for elementary school teachers and students. The paper concludes
with pedagogical implications for teachers in practice suggesting the way of how they should use these

language resources effectively in the English classroom.
