Through literature review, bullying problems in Japan and in foreign countries were examined to
compare the similarities and differences. As a result, it is shown that bullying problems in Japan
and in foreign countries are generally similar in definition, prevalence, Hme, types, and in the
characteristics and family environment of bullies and/or victims. However, the results also suggest
that bullying problems in Japan could be more severe in nature than in other countries, Further, it is

suggested that more empirical research on bullies' and/or victims' family environments should be
conducted in Japan to combat existing bullying problems,
